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And as they were coming down the mountain, he charged them to tell no one
what they had seen, until the Son of man should have risen from the dead.
Mark 9:9

Dear Friends,

We are “this close” to Holy Week and Easter, the defining moment of
our Christian faith. Even in the scripture, Jesus tries to have people keep silent
about what they have witnessed of his ministry until after he has risen from the
dead. It is as if no one could possibly understand the complete story about
Jesus until they had come to know his resurrection, experienced the risen Lord
in their lives.

This has a real ring of truth. One can be an expert in biblical studies, a
religious church goer, a person of high morals with a fire for justice and
integrity. However, without knowing Jesus as the Lord of life through his
passing from death to life, it is impossible to be fully aware of him as God’s
love come to reconcile the world to our creator. He can be a great man, a
prophet, a wise guide into the human soul and someone with clear vision into
the wisdom of God. Even so, his being the Christ of God is inseparable from
his death on the cross and his resurrection on Easter Morning. These two events
complete the work Jesus had done in his life, healing, teaching, feeding and
touching wounded souls. Without the bitter end and joyous rebirth, his life
cannot be seen as the incarnation of God in a human life.

We, as later day disciples, also cannot be fully his without entering into
the events of this moment by our presence, in mind, body and spirit. We do this
liturgically and sacramentally in the church. Without this, our Holy Week and
Easter can degenerate into lesser components: an intellectual exercise or an
emotional fantasy. Joining in the events in liturgy is the closest we can get to
engaging the actual Jesus of history and the Christ of faith. Their fusion is
complete, Jesus says from the Cross, “It is finished”. God’s saving work in him
is complete, there is no more that God will do. Resurrection is inevitable as
“God was in Christ reconciling the world to himself”. None of this can be
known until after Easter for them then, and for us.

May God bless you with new insight and an exciting new sense of faith
this year as Easter breaks through what was old, worn out, dead and buried in
your lives.
